 Engagement is started at 
the earliest opportunity in 
the decision-making 
process. 

Community views are 
given due consideration. 
 

Communication is open, 
clear and two-directional. 
 

    
 

 The community is kept informed by on-
going communication and updates, 
possibly through community 
representatives. 

Feedback is provided to the community 
on the final decision taken, and the 
reasons for it.
